Success Story - University of Missouri Rolla Saves $60,000 wi

$20,000 MoDNR Grant

The University of Missouri at Rolla has saved nearly $60,000 in waste disposal costs during its first year of
implementing a recycling and waste minimization project that was funded with a $20,000 grant from the
Missouri Department of Natural Resources (MDNR).

MDNR previously funded a waste audit of the univershg MidwesiAssistance Program, Inc conducted
the audit. Itis estimated that 79.5 tons of waste was diverted from landfill disposal during the project. This total
does not include collections of donated aluminum cans, materials recycled by residence halls or composted yart
wastes.

UM-Rolla project manager Amy Gillman said that raising awareness among all employees is critical to a
successful recycling program. She reported that this was accomplished by providing approximately 1,200 full-
time employees with their own desk-side paper recycling container and placing recycling stations for aluminum
and mixed paper at main entrances and in hallways of 40 campus buildings.

In addition, each university department received aluminum and mixed paper containers for all break rooms
and copy areas. Printed recycling guides and matching signs were distributed throughout the campus, Gillman
said.

During the project period, between July 1, 2003 and June 30, 2004, several departments reduced paper
use and reduced waste through increased recycling, smart purchasing and process changes. Examples include

Printing and Mail uses a new digital copier that conserves energy and produces less paper and toner waste
The Registrds Ofice stopped printing class schedules and reduced the number of college catalogs printed.
This saved about 2.4 million sheets of paper and $12,000 in expenses.

InformationTechnology expanded toner recycling collections and lightened printing on banner pages in com-
puter labs. The reduction in toner usage saved $5,773.

The Center for Infrastructuer Engineeririgdies eliminated concrete scrap from UMRaste stream by
recycling the material so Phelps County can use the concrete scrap for fill. This saved the University $10,000.
The Residential Life Department is independently collecting and recycling aluminum and glass from residence
halls. In 2003, they recycled 4,254 pounds of cans.

Publications saved $31,200 by doing quarterly rather than monthly publishing.

Alumni Affairs publishes an electronic newsletter that replaces paper used to publish 60,000 copies per year

UMR hosted ®VasteAudit Workshop, led by Dennis Siders of the Midw&ssistance Program
and sponsored by the Missouri Recycling Association. Participants learned how to assess volumes of waste
generation and options for recycling and waste diversion.

UMR also hosted the third annual Rolla Earth Day in April and helped support the Community

Household HazardoWaste Collection sponsored by Brewer Science, Inc.

Gillman said the University plans further waste reduction by implementing a plastic recycling program for the
Havener Center and Gayle Bullman Multipurpose Building and establishing a campus-wide toner cartridge
recycling program that will generate funds for improved recycling efforts.
